R. David Lankes has written over a half a dozen books on libraries and their evolution into the digital age
that are well worth the read.

Never in our library's history have we faced so many challenges. Thanks to the diligence by our
Administrator and staff we were over budget by about $4,200 dollars which is a first in my time on the
library board. This year also saw the library closing on Saturdays due to financial constraints. While our
local municipalities have increased their contributions, the provincial government has not changed their
funding amount in the last 12 years. Hopefully the new provincial government will find it in their hearts
to give public libraries a substantial increase in funding.

The public library board has changed a lot in the last few years along with a few board members retiring.
Thank you to Buzz Trevor and Blaine Veitch for the years of service to the board. | would also like to
mention the passing of two long-time board members, Murray Smith and Bob Frazier.

Besides being a resource for books, videos and educational materials, the library hosted about 40
different community events this year from children's parties to author readings. A total of 1,493 people
attended all these events. We also increased our memberships by 199 bringing us to a total of 3,958
library members. We have also had 25,547 items checked out of the library over the last year.
